• Monthly Update.  There were no questions on the last update. 

Committee Discussions (Committee) 

• Government bodies as customers. 
o The Committee discussed the recent request from the State of Illinois to become a customer of 

the Registry. The Committee agreed with the Co-chairs prior, offline discussions held with ALTA 
staff (before the holiday break) that such an expansion would benefit the Registry.  ALTA Staff 
were directed to submit a proposal to the Board of Governors recommending such an expansion 
for their meeting in February. 

• Action Items from ALTA ONE Meeting: 
o E&O Certificates posted to agent’s records. 

▪ ALTA Staff summarized their review of an Underwriter’s E&O Certificate review and 
oversight process. ALTA Staff said they had enough information to begin drafting high 
level specifications for a tool that would allow Record Owners the ability to post images 
of E&O Certificates to their individual records within the Registry.  Additionally, the 
opportunity to capture metadata would be included in specifications. 

o IPEN/RON Capability indictors. 
▪ ALTA Staff presented to the committee ideas and concepts for the generation of an icon 

within an individual record in the Registry that would serve as in indicator of a location’s 
ability to utilize emerging electronic notary tools and or activities.  Details re found at 
Appendix A.
