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1.	Call to Order

	President Mary O’Donnell called the meeting to order at 1:05 p.m. ET.

	President O’Donnell welcomed the group and expressed wishes for continued health and safety for everyone along with their family, friends, colleagues, and businesses. 



2.	ALTA Update

	CEO Diane Tomb shared the observation that many organizations, like ALTA, are evolving quickly to deliver more virtual experiences, specifically citing a virtual speaking event through The Metropolitan Club on May 1 by Senator Mark Warner.

	In addition to regular electronic communications, ALTA continues to offer live webinars which ALTA members experience free of charge thanks to industry sponsorship.

	Staff will meet with President-Elect Bill Burding in July to complete committee appointments for 2020-21. In preparation for the meeting, staff is taking a fresh look at the committee structure and how to provide members with opportunities to engage with each other accomplish the work of the association.

	ALTA is conducting a member survey to assess the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic response on businesses in terms of staffing and business operations.

	ALTA membership retention is nearing 85% and new members continue to join ALTA at the rate of approximately 20 per week. The membership team is proactively contacting 2019’s new member class to ensure continued engagement.

	Staff is working on plans and protocols to open the DC office when permitted and is participating in a landlord-sponsored committee of building tenants.


3.	SECURE Notarization Act

	Staff reported on the status of the SECURE Notarization Act, which continues to be the subject of conversation and language refinements in the House and Senate. The prospects for the SECURE Act language being included in the House’s next COVID-19 response package are promising.

	Work with other industry trades associations is ongoing with a goal of finding both short-term and lasting RON solutions.


4.	ALTA Upcoming Events

	Staff reported on expected changes to existing plans for in-person meetings over the next few months. 

	The ALTA Board Meeting (originally scheduled for June 9, 2020) will be rescheduled and every effort will be made to hold the meeting in person if possible and practical.

	ALTA ONE (currently scheduled for October 6-9, 2020, at the Hilton Midtown, New York, NY) is still under consideration and a decision should be finalized by mid-June to allow members, speakers, and vendors to plan and prepare. ALTA staff met with the national sales team for Hilton to discuss options. 

	Many state and regional land title associations have delayed or canceled their annual meetings or conventions but recognize the need to install new officers and boards and to announce national awards. Many have plans for hybrid meeting formats including some virtual components or meetings which are completely virtual. ALTA Board Representatives will be able to participate virtually.


5.	Other Business

	The Board agreed to meet again on May 15, 2020.
